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CURLING ETIQUETTE

1) Be on time! Make sure you are
ready to play 5 minutes before
your game time. If for some
unavoidable reason you will be
late, let your skip know as soon as
possible.

2) Always greet your opposition by
introducing  yourself,  shaking
hands and wishing them a good
game.

3) Once the game has started, in no
way disturb a curler in the hack,
keep your distance, on the outside
of the hog line, be silent and
motionless.

4) Be ready to take your place in the
hack as soon as your opponent
has delivered their stone, to help
keep the game moving.
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An old curling phrase is "scoop her
up". What does it mean?
