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Every business woman member is a winner this season.  For the first time ever (and I have a long 
memory), the Business Women's section concentrated throughout the year to provide skills development. 
During the first draw, the players were coached during three refresher mini clinics the last ten minutes of 
alternate night games.

Significantly, each business woman member 
individually began to realize the importance of bringing together the delivery, balance, sweeping and 
weight to deliver the perfect shot.  
 
Now the business women were ready to carry these “new inherent” skills forward into a Challenge Game.  
As an observer on the three nights, I truthfully report the skips/vice games were “dead quiet” with the “air” 
of serious competition.  Only one game on Tuesday night succeeded in the completion of 8 ends (16 
rocks) in their two hour game.  Later, the skips/vices were heard commenting “we need more of this”! And 
a “great way to add variety”! 
 
Initially, leads/seconds entered their challenge games with trepidation.  However, it didn't take long for 
these “budding” skip/vice curlers to excel.  Suddenly in the house skipping for the first time ever, it came 
together.  With their new revelations, the “skip/vice” team members exclaimed, “hit the broom”, “gee a 
hogged rock doesn't help”, “you were ‘way' inside”, “I waited too long to sweep”, “throw more weight [just 
get it here]” and my favourite - “I have a new respect for skips”.  The most delighted person was the vice 
[normally a lead] who threw the called shot, through a 12 inch port, removed the shot rock and counted to 
win the end against 4 opponent rocks. I heard her say later “how good it feels [to make the shot]!” 
 
The “talk” indicates the planned “skills” events were well received and business women are favouring 
more of the same for next year.  By all means, put forward your suggestions for ‘clinic time' improvements 
to Jill King, the ice committee, or Nancy Smith.
